








Each legislative session new 
representatives and senators fill the 
halls of the Capitol. These are the 
men and women who enact laws 
impacting our families. It is important 
that they get a chance to meet 
homeschool families from their 
district and that they learn how much 
you value your freedom to 
homeschool. 

Apple Pie Day makes visiting 
your legislators easy. You bring your 
family and an apple pie and 
OCEANetwork provides the informa-
tion on homeschooling. Here are 10 
things you can do on Apple Pie Day. 
For complete Apple Pie Day informa-
tion go to oceanetwork.org.

1. Make an appointment  
with your legislators.

Go to the Oregon State 
Legislature's web site to determine 
the name, address and phone number 
of your state senator and state 
representative. Call both of your state 
senator and state representative's 
offices to schedule a 10 to 15 minute 
appointment for your family. Then 
please notify Jared and Kim Glenn at 
503-304-7169 or email them at 
TheGlenns7@opusnet.com with your 
appointment information. We want to 
make sure that every legislator is 
contacted on Apple Pie Day. 

2. Attend our "Home Education 
Freedoms 101" Class. 

This class, scheduled for 9 a.m. is 
appropriate for the whole family and 
will give you confidence when you 
visit your legislators. The class will 
be held in Smith Hall at Willamette 
University (across the street from the 
Capitol).

3. Tour the Capitol.
OCEANetwork has arranged 

several fun, informative tours for you 
to enjoy on May 7th: the Capitol 
Building Tour, the Capitol Tower 
Tour, and The Supreme Court Tour.

4.  Join the Apple Pie Day rally.  
Join together with hundreds of 

other home educators from across the 
state for the sixth bi-annual Home 
Education Rally on the steps of the 
Capitol.

The 
noon hour rally will be held on the 
front steps (on the Court Street side) 
of the Capitol Building, beginning at 
12 noon.

To 
serve in either the House or the 
Senate, contact your state senator or 
representative. These opportunities 
fill up fast, so contact your 
representative or senator soon.
7.  Student performances at the Capitol 

During Apple Pie Day activities 
on May 7th, home educated students 
from around the state will be 
providing piano and other quiet 
instrumental music in the Galleria of 
the Capitol. Check the Apple Pie Day 
Information on oceanetwork.org to 
find out how you can have your 
children perform at the Capitol on 
Apple Pie Day. 

8.  Have your student sing with the 
Statewide Homeschool Choir.
Homeschool choirs and individ-

uals from around Oregon are invited 
to join together to provide musical 
entertainment for this year's rally on 
the Capitol steps. The music this year 
will include: The Star Spangled 
Banner (verses 1 & 4) and America 
the Beautiful (verse 1, 2 and 4). All 
home educated children are invited to 
participate.
